Designing Graphics for the Web

(1 day)

Background

Many websites could be made more attractive with a clean, consistent design and the addition of a
few well-chosen illustrations - logos, photos of products, people and key events. Often the materials
are available - but how to get them on the site? This course provides some straightforward
background, then shows how to import, clean up and convert images, and create your own titles and
buttons in the font of your choice. In conclusion we look at some more of the more advanced options
that can be found on the Web. Delegates are welcome to bring examples of their own materials for
discussion.
